Pursuant to Rule 609(f) of the Texas Rules of Criminal Evidence, written notice, 14 days prior to the commencement of trial, of intent to use evidence of any prior conviction for the purpose of attacking the credibility of the following witnesses:  Defendant.


III.


Pursuant to Article 37.07 (3)(g) of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, written notice, at least 14 days prior to the commencement of trial of intent to introduce evidence of extraneous crimes or bad acts as provided for in Article 37.07(3)(a) of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure.


IV.


Pursuant to Rules 902, 803 and 804 of the Texas Rules of Criminal Evidence, written notice, at least 14 days, prior to the commencement of trial of any records, documents or other evidence which the State intends to introduce into evidence, so that Defendant may investigate lack of trustworthiness.

The requested notice is essential to the Defendant's right to a fair trial, effective representation, and due process pursuant to Article I, Sections 10 and 19 of the Texas Constitution, and the Fifth, Sixth, and Fourteenth Amendments to the United States Constitution.
